Michael Scott began the meeting by introducing Randi McCray, who will replace Jenn Nolte as IT presence on the committee.
Sign Subcommittee

He followed by updating Randi on the work of the Sign Subcommittee, including the presentation given today to Alice Prochaska and Danuta Nitecki, which was well received.  The Sign Subcommittee will make their presentation to the ‘Good Neighbors’ group at the end of April.  Danuta suggested that we expand on the explanation of our goals, and what the results of upgrading signs would be.  She will also be willing to mandate getting rid of some of the more unsightly temporary signs in Public Services areas in the meanwhile. 
Elizabeth asked if this signage ‘initiative’ will be University-wide—the answer is that this particular presentation is dealing solely with the public areas of Sterling, and trying to time it well so that it ties into the Phase 2, 2b plans.

The Sign Subcommitttee will meet some time in April, before the Good Neighbors presentation, to work on refining the proposal.

Diane Turner suggested that, after the Good Neighbors presentation, that perhaps focus groups could be convened to discuss signage ideas and get feedback.

Committee Database

A discussion of where to go with the Database began, ending with Randi McCray suggesting the she/folks take another look at the list of goals for the new database, so that the group can focus on the most important ones to begin with.

Intranet

Michael Scott asked whether the goal of the possible Library Intranet is supposed to protect just LHR materials?  (at which point he needed to update our new member on the issues).  Randi agreed that CAS could be used instead of Intranet, to restrict pages by ID or by log-in.
Elizabeth Duenkel suggested that a list of what information is ok to be shared should be made—as a starting point to figure out what couldn’t be shared.  Sharon Tarascio said that a good starting point would really be to protect the pages that LHR has already identified.  Michael asked if it could be arranged somewhat like the existing Staff Front Door—sort of a security portal.

Diane Turner asked if it would be a good idea for the Intranet security committee to meet to discuss who else should be involved at this point—PIC, Staff Front Door, etc, and Michael agreed that this would be prudent.
