Minutes  7/24/07

Communications Committee

Present:  Susan Karpuk, Geoffrey Little, Rebecca Martz, Michael Scott, Paula Zyats

The meeting began with an update on the Committee Database project.  Geoffrey Little asked for the history of the project—of which Michael gave an overview.   Michael informed us that Randi has a web form ready, which still needs some input about information necessary to complete it.  There is a feeling that it may become complicated.  There were discussions of various options in programs and search-ability , as well as questions about how information is currently maintained and updated.  Andrew Gray will need to be asked.  Paula asked if other libraries in the system are solicited for committee information; the answer was, not unless the committee has library-wide membership.
Staff Front Door project:  Michael shared the information that the Staff Front Door has been cleaned up, but needs redesign,  Randi has fixed the broken links, and updating will be next.  There were questions about whether to include a unified University calendar, or links to other calendars on the Front Door (the consensus was to include links, as an entire unified calendar would be difficult to maintain).  Geoffrey suggested that everyone take a look at the BAC calendar, which he thinks is very good.

Message Board:  the question arose whether a Message Board should be included in the Front Door redesign, for intra-library communication.  This may be a good way to reserve YuLib for work and professional messages—leaving more personal communication to the Message Board.  Discussion followed about restricting posting to YuLib to Department and Unit Heads, and Committee Chairs, with all other messages going to the message board.  No consensus.  Michael suggested forming a new subcommittee to deal with this question and investigate implementation.

Committee Fair:  Michael will contact Sharon and Gareth Gibson (chair of LiSA) about setting one up for the fall.

New members:  Michael is looking for 2 new members for the Communications Committee, to replace Michael Colavolpe and Katherine Aydelott, both of whom recently left for other employment opportunities.
