Diane reminded Michael S. to send a reminder about filling out the HPO survey.  She reported that 270/600 people had filled out the survey as of Monday night. 

Michael C. reminded us that the International Party is this Friday from 5 to 8 in "back" parts of the library, such as the Spoon(s), MSSA (the bar), the Memorabilia Room and Lecture Hall, and "John Vincenti's hallway."  The committee in charge is planning for 250 people to attend (with more alcohol than last year), but Michael was unable to report on what kinds of specific foods might be available.
