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There are three search types to get SFX A-Z List data. Here uses three examples to explain.

1. Search SFX A-Z List data by keyword.

URL explanation:

 1). "http://columbus.library.yale.edu:8085" – tomcat server with port on test server.

 2). "SFXAZList" – web application module name.

 3). "SFXAZListSearch" – Java Servlet program name.

 4). "?searchBy=" – parameter syntax. "searchBy" is the parameter name of the three search types. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

5). "Keyword" – one of three parameter value for parameter name "searchBy". It indicates that search type is searching SFX A-Z List data using keyword. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive. 

 6). "&searchWord=" – parameter syntax. "searchWord" is the parameter name of the input keyword. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

 7). "nature" – input keyword. This is the parameter value of parameter name "searchWord". It can be changed to any words mixed with any cases. The entered keyword is not case sensitive.

 2). "AllCats" – one of three parameter value for parameter name "searchBy". It indicates that search type is searching names of all categories and their associated subcategories. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

URL explanation:

 1). "http://columbus.library.yale.edu:8085/SFXAZList/SFXAZListSearch?searchBy=" – same explanation as above.

 2). "CatSubcat" - one of three parameter value for parameter name "searchBy". It indicates that search type is searching SFX A-Z List data using a selected category and one of its subcategory. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

 3). "&searchCat=" – parameter syntax. "searchCat" is the parameter name of the input selected category. All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

 4). "Physics" – The selected category name. This is the parameter value of parameter name "searchCat". This name must come from the list that results from above search "AllCats". All letters must be the same as displayed from search "AllCats". This part is case sensitive.

 5). "&searchSubcat=" – parameter syntax. "searchSubcat" is the parameter name of the input subcategory of selected category from above #4 ("Physics”,e.g.). All letters have to be exact as this display, and can't be changed. This part is case sensitive.

6). "Energy" – The subcategory name of #4’s category ("Physics”,e.g.). This is the parameter value of parameter name "searchSubcat". This name must come from the list that results from above search "AllCats". All letters must be the same as displayed from search "AllCats". This part is case sensitive.

4. Note for all three search type.

   When input value includes ampersand ‘&’, “%26” should be used to replace ‘&’. Because ‘&’ is used in HTTP protocol as key-pair parameter delimiter, if ‘&’ is appeared in the input data, the data at left side of ‘&’ will be considered as key, and data will be truncated.
Here is an example of category/subcategory search.
Category is “Arts and Humanities”.
Subcategory is “Education & Careers”.
URL should be input as this:
