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PREFATORY NOTE

‘ This volume is the second publication of names and addresses of those
men and women who have been regularly enrolled as students of Yale Uni-
versity, but who have received no Yale degree. The first Directory of
Living Non-Graduates, published in 1910, printed the names in one alpha-
betical list. In the present volume the names have been arranged accord-
ing to the departments and classes in which the students were enrolled.
These class lists are supplemented by a geographical index and a general
alphabetical index.

This Directory has been compiled with a view to including all the names
of students, known or supposed to he living, whose names appear as regulay
students in the University catalogues from 1840 to 1913, except those who
have received any degree from Yale or who are now students in any Depart-
ment of the University. By using the lists contained in the University
.catalogue, in general only those who have remained at the University for
at least three months areincluded, Thelists donot contain the names of any
Summer School students, or of those who have taken only so-called “teachers’
courses’’ or other special work of small amount in the Graduate School, who
hawve not been candidates for a degree. A dagger (1) has been placed before
the names of those students who have reecived certificates for satisfactory
work covering a period of years in the Schools of Fine Arts, Music, and For-
estry. Following the name of each non-graduate is a statement of the years
and the departments in which he was a student at Yale, and following the
address is a statement of the occupation, whenever known, in which each is
engaged. A list of abbreviations used to designate departments and occupa-
tions is printed on page VIII,

It is the request of the University authoritics that this book be not
used for advertising purposes. It is published for the benefit of the Uni-
versity and of the members of the several classes.
