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The OACIS project proposes as part of its overall goal to “exploit electronic networked information technologies” in the creation of an openly available source of scholarly information by creating an electronic union list of Middle Eastern serials and journals. To this end, OACIS partners should understand and agree to the following:

Partners are expected to be OACIS participants in good standing (i.e. meeting the requirements of participation)

In addition, Partners 

Are invited by Yale University, as the current grant and home base for OACIS, to join the OACIS Advisory Group.  The OACIS Advisory Group is made up of those institutions who joined Yale in launching the OACIS project and who have provided their records and advice during the development phase.  Additional institutions may be invited to join the advisory group under special circumstances (e.g. to provide expertise in a new area, to replace a resigning partner, etc.) 

Are expected to send one representative from the Middle East curatorial or bibliographical staff to attend one gathering per year of advisory group members (during period of grant, this will be paid for on TICFIA funds.  When external funding ends, partners must be willing to cover the travel of representatives).

Are expected to participate in one or more conference calls each year to discuss recommendations and directions for OACIS

Are expected to help promote OACIS as a tool and encourage new participation.

Are expected to participate on the OACIS email discussion list.

Are encouraged to contribute new program ideas and share new funding opportunities for the program.

May resign from the OACIS steering group as the needs of their institutions dictate.


May be asked to resign if unable to maintain quarterly loads and have been unable to rectify the situation for more than 9 months.
