There was discussion of the newly announced merger between OCLC and RLG.  The transition period is to begin on July 1, 2006. The following is known:
· RLG has some FAQ’s on line
· RLIN21 will cease to exist

· RLG union catalog will be integrated with OCLC

· WorldCat will still exist as part of First Search

· Not certain about the symbols

· SHARES will remain a part of the Programs Unit of RLG
Lauren reported on the NELINET meeting she attended on June 9, 2006.

Dana Dietz from OCLC was a guest at the meeting.  It seems to some that OCLC is trying to be like Google with regard to having a very large database.  Some in the audience were not happy about this.

The WorldCat search tool can be added to an institutional web page.
There were some updates with regard to the upcoming ILLiad release – 7.2:

· patron log on page will allow patrons to see a list of all their requests

· some customization of the web page will be possible 

· there will be a “system alert” which will send messages to a patron or a group of patrons

· test pages will be on-line in about one month

· the e-mail manager will be on the ILLiad server

· documentation on the OCLC website will be in chapters

· training is available for a yearly fee

· there will be enhancements to “reports on the web”
· Custom searching will be possible
· There will not be limits on filters

· It will be possible to export results of searches to Excel or HTML

Carol and  Pedro are working on the ILLiad upgrade.  The plan is to go live with release 7.1.8 on July 5, 2006.

Lauren has asked that there not be an option given on the ILLiad web page  for delivery of articles.
Carol will further study the OCLC Deflection Policy.  With this policy if a request does not meet certain criteria, it is automatically forwarded.

Carol is offering training sessions this summer on various aspects of ILLiad.  The first one is scheduled for June 15 in room 609 at SML.
