The upgrade to the ARIEL server was successful.  ARIEL 3.4 is being used by all ILL units.  Eventually we will upgrade to 4.1.  Right now, only Medical uses version 4.1, but because it is working with a Minolta 7000 scanner, it does not have the capability to send documents via eDD to our Yale patrons.  There is some incompatibility issue between Minolta and Ariel 4.1.  With regard to licensing for ARIEL: Yale purchased 10 discs.  Each disc has its own code.  Mike Friscia has asked to be informed when we consider purchasing scanners.  He would like there to be consistency.

Web Reports is a new feature in ILLiad.  It is reported that they can work with Excel.  Unfortunately, the Web Reports cannot be broken down into our various ILL units, stats for all units are presented.  Carol will pursue how to extract our individual reports with Atlas.  Tech support at Atlas reported that it is a known bug.  OCLC believes there is a patch available however it may not be available until May 2009.

Carol will look into inviting Stephanie Spires from Atlas for a workshop.

There are online classes available in April through Atlas for which Carol signed us up for: Copyright, Troubleshooting Connection Errors, E-mail Routing and Customization, and Making ILL Reports with Access.  
The new lending pages will be loaded by Mike later in the month.
